He was a prominent member of the
famed South—Cockrell-Hargis family of Southern politicians. Excerpt of message:

Hong Kong May 22 1886

General

So far we have ....... in our leaving, having stopped Honolulu and Japan. We will leave here today at noon for Bangkok.
Another weeks ... and ... our journey will be over. Mrs C and N children...
