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Before the Manchu court established their rule over China in 1644, they were successful in putting Inner

Mongolia under their wings, notably defeating the last khan in Chinggis Khan’s lineage resulting in their
surrender in 1635. Faced with invasion from Dzungar Khanate in 1688, the Khalkha tribes decided to seek

protection from the Qing emperor instead. In 1691, princes and nobles from all over Mongolia pledged

their allegiance with the Qing emperor in a grand ceremony held in Duolun (Dolonnuur). The regions clos-

er to Beijing was then called Inner Mongolia and the Khalkha regions Outer Mongolia.

The urtuu courier system assigned the responsibility for safe passage of messengers and mails to the tribes
and herdsmen en route. In return for their labor, they were free from taxes and levies. This age-old system
from Chinggis Khan times was inherited by the Qing Empire. In Outer Mongolia, Qing soldiers were gar-
risoned in principal towns to inspect passes, etc, while all courier functions were carried out by herdsmen,

except for during wartime when military courier systems were set up on ad hoc basis.

Chinese were prohibited to farm in Outer Mongolia, and Chinese merchants would require trading license
with one-year expiry to trade in Mongolia. The decision to revoke these restrictions in 1900s resulted in dis-
content among Mongolian, and was catalytic in the Mongolia Independence Movement. The urtuu system

remained operative in remote areas of Mongolia decades after independence.

The noble house of Chahar was the direct descendent of Chinggis Khan, therefore the Chahar tribe was
first among equals. Their pastures are vast and rich, lying strategically between the two capitals Kara-

kom and Peking. Kalgan was the political center, and Duolunnor was the religious center of this area.

The Chahar Special District was created in 1913, elevated into a full provincial status in 1928. The seat of
government was initially in Zhangbei, moved to Wanchuan in 1928, then to Zhangyuan in 1947. These are

all part of Zhangjiakou (Kalgan) today.

The missionary letters from the priests of the Vicariate Apostolic of Mongolia, based in Sy-wan, between 1841-1858,
has long been considered the earliest letters from Mongolia in private hands. In his book The Postal History of Mon-
golia 1841-1941, Wolfgang C Hellrigl chose to start his story with an 1841 letter. No less than 9 letters were known to
exist, plus one that was sent while the future bishop Florent Daguin was on the way into the vicariate Apostolic.

Suiyuan was part of Shanxi province during the Qing era. It was elevated to Suiyuan Special District in
1914, and became a province in 1928. First post offices were opened in 1902 in Kweihua and Suiyuan Town,
known collectively as Kweisui and later became the provincial capital. After Japan occupied the eastern
part of Suiyuan, the government was in exile to the west, first to Linhe then to Shanba.

The provincial capital was restored in Kweisui after the Japanese defeat. Confronted by the Communists,
the province declared peaceful liberation on 19 September 1949. Suiyuan was merged with Inner Mongolia
in 1954, and Kweisui was renamed Huhhot to become the capital of Inner Mongolia.

Rehe (Jehol), so named because of a Hot Spring originated from the Old Summer Palace of the Man-
chu Emperors in Chengde, was at the southeastern edge of Inner Mongolia. About half of the territo-
ries were pasturelands belonging to the Mongolian Zhaowuda and Zuosuotu Aimags. It came un-
der the rule of the Viceroy of Rehe in Manchu era, was made a special territory of Hebei province in
1914, and elevated to provincial status in 1929. Chengde and Chifeng were the principal towns of Rehe.

Rehe was invaded and occupied by the Japanese in March 1933 and annexed into Manchoukuo,
a puppet regime established by the Japanese occupier. Prior to the postal exchange agreement be-
tween China and Manchoukuo, Shanhaikwan was the only conduit of postal exchange. Commenc-
ing 10th January 1935 Gubeikou (south of Rehe) was also opened as border mail exchange office.

After Japanese surrender in 1945, Rehe was contested by the Nationalist Government and the Communist,
ending with Communist victory in November 1948. As the province was dissolved in 1955, Chengde and
its environs were absorbed into Hebei, the southeastern regions into Liaoning, while the northern half of
the province centering around Chifeng was integrated into Zhaowuda Aimag of Inner Mongolia. Between
1969-1979, the Aimag was carved out and administered by Liaoning, then returned to the fold of Inner
Mongolia, and renamed Chifeng in 1983. Because of its small population, mails from outside the principal
towns are difficult to get.

Bound by the mighty Amur River to the north, separated from the rest of Manchuria by the Greater
Hing’an Range, and linked to Mongolia to the west, the riches of Hulanbair grassland propelled Chinggis
Khan to power, eventually building the world’s largest empire that spanned the Eurasia continent. The
Mongolian tribes submitted to Manchu rule in the seventeenth century.

Centuries later, the trans-Manchuria China Eastern Railway brought the grassland to modern era, led it
towards Russian-sponsored independence after the Chinese Republican Revolution in 1911, fell back to the
folds of China, only to be captured by the Japanese imperialists, till it achieved certain degree of autonomy
under the Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region of the People’s Republic of China. The traditional way of
life, the language and culture are better preserved here and these are feeding back to Mongolia.

Heavy Russian influence could be felt by the many Russian military, station and train post offices here until
1920. Chinese sovereignty was compromised as witnessed by a weaker postal presence. Between 1931-1945
it was occupied by Japan under Manchukuo. At the closing stage of the Second World War, Soviet Red
Army poured in from Manchouli and the Chinese Communist was established here ever since, never effec-
tively contested by the Nationalist Government. Inner Mongolia Autonomous Government was established
right here (in Ulanhot) in 1947. Bilingual date stamps with Chinese and traditional Mongolian languages
have been in use till date.

The puppet Mengkiang Government collapsed after Japanese surrender, and an Inner Mongolia People’s
Republic was declared on 9 September 1945 without the blessing of Soviet and Chinese Communists. It was
re-oriented as Mongolia Autonomous Government in October 1945 and re-organized as Inner Mongolia
Autonomous Government on 1 May 1947, two year before Communist victory over the entire China. In
the following years, it has absorbed Suiyang, Reho (Jehol) and part of Kansu. Between 1969-79, part of her
territories were carved out, then restored again to its present state. Its postal history reflects such dramatic
changes.
