Smiliar to the Laokay A post, French Indo-China established a post office in Yunnanfu in 1902 without permission
from the Chinese Government. It was named Mongtze B to keep a low profile until a permission to set up a post
office was granted. Mongtze B was renamed Yunnanfu. About 20 covers from “Mongtze B” are known to survive.
