Following the chaos in Tibet after the 1911 Republican Revolution, Lhasa Postmaster Deng Weiping evacuated to Calcutta.
He received instruction to return to China while keeping the post office property — notably postage stamps and forms — in
India under the care of Lu Xingqi, later appointed the last Chinese Amban to Lhasa. However, Lu was denied travel permit
from India to Tibet, and was relieved from his duty in 1918. These complete panes of surcharged stamps were sold by Lu
prior to his discharge.

There are 16 recorded examples of TIBET typewritten on Indian stamps used during the Tibet Frontier Mission. They are
unofficial but are most interesting. Three types exist, the earliest being “Tibet.” in italic followed by a dot, the second being
upright “Tibet.” with serifs and dot. The third is upright “Tibet” with serifs and no dot — known used by FPO24 in Khamba
Jong, Tibet, in March 1904 therefore on the way to Lhasa. Two typewriters were evidently used.

Col F.M.Bailey served the 32nd Sikh Pioneers and joined the Younghusband Expedition in 1903. He was appointed the
British Trade Agent in Gyantse in December 1905, and later Assistant Political Officer until 1909. He crossed Tibet and
Assam in 1911 and 1913 on secret missions. He served as the Political Officer in Sikkim 1921-28.
