Based on
the 1892 date of use, the missing stamp is almost certainly a 3 candareens Small Dragon, applied to pay the
internal Customs postage within China.

A good example of a Germany UPU postal card carried entirely within the Imperial Chinese Customs Postal

System before transmission abroad. The combination of Peking, Tientsin, and Shanghai Customs markings
alongside the German Post Office at Shanghai illustrates the transitional handling of foreign-origin statio-
nery within the Chinese Customs framework.
